COMMEMORATION OF STS. JOACHIM AND ANNA, PARENTS OF
THE HOLY MOTHER OF GOD, AND OIL-BRINGING WOMEN
The names of St. Joachim (Jehoiakim) and Anna are closely related to

Jesus, as they are the parents of the Holy Mother of God.
According to tradition, wealthy Joachim was a descendant of King
David, and Anna was the daughter of a priest. One day, when per-
forming a service in the cathedral, the priest tells Joachim to stand in
the end, as he had no son. Becoming upset, Joachim leaves the Cathe-
dral and climbs up into the mountains, vowing not to descend until
visited by God. Following his example, Anna stays home, and devotes
herself to prayer and repentance. Anna sees the birds in the garden
playing with their nestlings, becomes sad and cries, as she wasn’t
granted the grace of being a mother. Just at that moment the Angel of
God visits Anna, telling her that God will be granting her a daughter
who will be the mother of the Savior of the world. Joachim also has
the same vision and becoming very happy, gives alms to the poor. The
parents decide to devote the baby to the Church. The baby is named
Mary, which means “Illuminated”.
The oil-bringing women are the witnesses of Christ’s torments and
they are the first to give the good tidings of the Resurrection of our
Lord. The Oil-Bringing women followed Christ during all days of real-
izing His earthly mission. The church calls them “Oil-Bringing Wom-
en” because on Sunday, they hurried to the tomb to anoint the body
of Jesus using the aromatic oils they prepared. Thanks to their de-
voutness they were first to see the Risen God and told the Apostles.
They were in the upstairs room during Pentecost and together with
the Apostles received the graces of the Holy Spirit. The Armenian Ap-
ostolic Church commemorates the memory of St. Joachim and Anna
together with the oil-Bringing Women.
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TODAY'’S SCRIPTURE READINGS

The first reading is from the First Epistle of Paul to 2 Corinthians
6:16-7:1

What agreement has the temple of God with idols?

For we are the temple of the living God; as God said,

“I will live in them and move among them, and I will be their God, and
they shall be my people. Therefore come out from them, and be sepa-
rate from them, says the Lord, and touch nothing unclean; then I will
welcome you, and I will be a father to you, and you shall be my sons
and daughters, says the Lord Almighty.”

Since we have these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from
every defilement of body and spirit, and make holiness perfect in the
fear of God.

The second reading is from the Holy Gospel of Jesus Christ accord-
ing to Luke 1:39-56

At that time Mary got ready and hurried to a town in the hill country
of Judea, where she entered Zechariah’s home and greeted Eliza-
beth. When Elizabeth heard Mary’s greeting, the baby leaped in her
womb, and Elizabeth was filled with the Holy Spirit. In a loud voice
she exclaimed: “Blessed are you among women, and blessed is the
child you will bear! But why am I so favored, that the mother of my
Lord should come to me? As soon as the sound of your greeting
reached my ears, the baby in my womb leaped for joy. Blessed is she
who has believed that the Lord would fulfill his promises to her!”
