Commemoration of Apostles
St. Thaddeus and St. Bartholomew
The First Preachers of Christianity in Armenia

Apostles St. Thaddeus and St. Bartholomew were two of the
twelve Apostles of Christ. They were the first apostles of
Christ to go to Armenia to preach Christianity, thus deserv-
ing the title "the first illuminators.” Still at the dawn of Chris-
tianity, they were martyred in Armenia. It was the result of
their preaching and martyrdom that the Armenian people
were the first nation in the world to proclaim Christianity as
the state religion. Indeed, Apostles St. Thaddeus and St. Bar-
tholomew played an important role in the history of the
2000-year-old Christian Armenian nation which has kept its
unshaken faith and keen love towards its Mother
Church. Each year a Divine Liturgy is celebrated in the Ca-
thedral of the Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin in the
memory of these St. Apostles.
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TODAY’S SCRIPTURE READINGS

The first reading is from the First Letter of Paul to Thessalo-
nians (4:1-11)

Finally, brothers and sisters, we ask and urge you in the Lord Jesus
that, as you learned from us how you ought to live and to please
God (as, in fact, you are doing), you should do so more and
more. For you know what instructions we gave you through the
Lord Jesus. For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that you
abstain from sexual immorality; that each one of you know how to
control your own body in holiness and honor, not with lustful pas-
sion, like the gentiles who do not know God; that no one wrong or
exploit a brother or sister in this matter, because the Lord is an
avenger in all these things, just as we have already told you before-
hand and solemnly warned you. For God did not call us to impurity
but in holiness. Therefore whoever rejects this rejects not human
authority but God, who also gives his Holy Spirit to you. Now con-
cerning love of the brothers and sisters, you do not need to have
anyone write to you, for you yourselves have been taught by God to
love one another, and indeed you do love all the brothers and sis-
ters throughout Macedonia. But we urge you, brothers and sisters,
to do so more and more, to aspire to live quietly, to mind your own
affairs, and to work with your hands, as we directed you.

The second reading is from the Holy Gospel of Jesus Christ
according to Luke (13:1-9)

Now there were some present at that time who told Jesus about
the Galileans whose blood Pilate had mixed with their sacrific-
es. Jesus answered, “Do you think that these Galileans were worse
sinners than all the other Galileans because they suffered this
way? [ tell you, no! But unless you repent, you too will all per-
ish. Or those eighteen who died when the tower in Siloam fell on
them—do you think they were more guilty than all the others living
in Jerusalem? I tell you, no! But unless you repent, you too will all
perish.” Then he told this parable: “A man had a fig tree growing in
his vineyard, and he went to look for fruit on it but did not find
any. So he said to the man who took care of the vineyard, ‘For
three years now I've been coming to look for fruit on this fig tree
and haven't found any. Cut it down! Why should it use up the soil?’
