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TODAYĘS SCRIPTURE READINGS 
The reading is from the first Epistle of St. Paul to the Timothy (1:1-
11) 
As I urged you when I went into Macedonia, stay there in Ephesus so 
that you may command certain people not to teach false doc-
trines any longer 4 or to devote themselves to myths and endless ge-
nealogies. Such things promote controversial speculations rather 
than advancing GodĘs workĖwhich is by faith. The goal of this com-
mand is love, which comes from a pure heart and a good con-
science and a sincere faith. Some have departed from these and have 
turned to meaningless talk. They want to be teachers of the law, but 
they do not know what they are talking about or what they so confi-
dently affirm. 
We know that the law is good if one uses it properly. We also know 
that the law is made not for the righteous but for lawbreakers and 
rebels, the ungodly and sinful, the unholy and irreligious, for those 
who kill their fathers or mothers, for murderers, for the sexually im-
moral, for those practicing homosexuality, for slave traders and liars 
and perjurersĖand for whatever else is contrary to the sound doc-
trine that conforms to the gospel concerning the glory of the blessed 
God, which he entrusted to me. 
 
- Here ends the firs reading. Please rise for the Gospel reading. 

The second reading is from the Holy Gospel of Jesus Christ accord-
ing to John (2:1-11) 
On the third day a wedding took place at Cana in Galilee. JesusĘ 
mother was there, and Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to 
the wedding. When the wine was gone, JesusĘ mother said to him, 
ĚThey have no more wine.ě ĚWoman, why do you involve me?ě Jesus 
replied. ĚMy hour has not yet come.ě His mother said to the servants, 
ĚDo whatever he tells you. ěNearby stood six stone water jars, the 
kind used by the Jews for ceremonial washing, each holding from 
twenty to thirty gallons.  
Jesus said to the servants, ĚFill the jars with waterě; so they filled 
them to the brim. Then he told them, ĚNow draw some out and take it 
to the master of the banquet.ě 
They did so, and the master of the banquet tasted the water that had 
been turned into wine. He did not realize where it had come from, 
though the servants who had drawn the water knew. Then he called 
the bridegroom aside and said, ĚEveryone brings out the choice wine 
first and then the cheaper wine after the guests have had too much 
to drink; but you have saved the best till now.ě 
What Jesus did here in Cana of Galilee was the first of the signs 
through which he revealed his glory; and his disciples believed in him. 



THE BLESSING OF WATER (JURORHNEK):  
A LIVING TRADITION OF THE ARMENIAN CHURCH 

The Blessing of Water, known in Armenian as Jurorhnek, com-
memorates the baptism of our Lord Jesus Christ in the River Jor-
dan and stands at the heart of the Armenian ChurchĘs celebration 
of Theophany. Through this sacred service, the Church proclaims 
that Christ entered the waters not because He needed purifica-
tion, but to sanctify all creation and to open the way for humani-
tyĘs spiritual rebirth.  
According to Armenian tradition, the first Water Blessing service 
was conducted by St. Gregory the Illuminator at the River 
Aratsani. The Armenian historian Agathangelos records that during 
the mass baptism of Armenians, a great miracle occurred: the wa-
ters of the river stopped flowing and turned back, a radiant light 
appeared over the waters, and the sign of the Holy Cross remained 
visible until the end of the service. From its very beginning, the 
Water Blessing was understood not merely as a ritual, but as a 
manifestation of GodĘs living power. 
Historical testimonies continue through the centuries. In the 11th 
century, Armenian sources record that Catholicos Petros Geta-
dardz celebrated the Water Blessing at the invitation of the Byzan-
tine Emperor Basil, at a river flowing through Trebizond. During 
this service, as the Catholicos blessed the waters with the Cross 
and poured Holy Oil into them, witnesses testified to a great light 
shining from his hand and from the oil itself. Some even report 
that the waters stopped and flowed backward, earning Catholicos 
Petros the title Getadardz, Ěthe one who turns the course of the 
river.ě 
Another vivid account comes from the 13th century, when a Euro-
pean monk, Canonicus Willebrandt, visited the Armenian Kingdom 
of Cilicia. He describes in great detail how Armenians prepared for 
Theophany with days of penance and fasting, celebrated the Di-
vine Liturgy on the eve of the feast, and then processed togetherĖ
king, nobles, clergy, and peopleĖto the riverbank the following 
morning. There, the Armenian Catholicos immersed a large cross 
into the river, after which the faithful sprinkled themselves with 
the blessed water and continued the celebration. 
These accounts reveal that the Water Blessing was traditionally 
celebrated outdoors, by rivers or seashores. Over time, due to 
practical challenges and later restrictions under Islamic rule with-



in the Ottoman Empire, the service was moved indoors and cele-
brated within church sanctuaries. Today, the ancient outdoor 
practice is preserved most fully in Jerusalem, where the Armenian 
Patriarch leads clergy and faithful to the Jordan River itself to 
bless the waters on Theophany. 

Liturgically, the Water Blessing is associated with the Ninth Hour 
of the day, a time rich with theological meaning in Armenian tradi-
tion. Just as humanityĘs fall is connected during this hour, so too is 
humanityĘs salvation through the Cross and ChristĘs descent into 
the river Jordan. Following the Divine Liturgy, the celebrant pro-
ceeds to the water with the Holy Cross, the Gospel, and the Holy 
Chrism (Muron), singing the hymn ĚLight of Lightě (Looys ee Looso). 
The service includes multiple Scriptural readings that emphasize 
water as the source of both physical life and spiritual rebirth. 
Central to the ceremony are the prayers invoking the descent of 
the Holy Spirit upon the waters, asking that they become a source 
of healing for souls and bodies and a means of renewal for the 
faithful. The prayer attributed to St. Basil of Caesarea recalls the 
entire history of salvationĖfrom creation, to the fall, to ChristĘs 
coming into the world to restore humanity. The Baptism of Christ 
is proclaimed as the moment when He entered the waters to de-
feat the power of evil and to sanctify creation itself. The service 
concludes with the immersion of the Holy Cross into the water 
and the pouring of Holy Chrism from a dove-shaped vessel, sym-
bolizing the descent of the Holy Spirit upon Jesus. 
At the conclusion of the service, following the final blessing and 
dismissal, the faithful approach the bema in an orderly manner. 
They venerate and kiss the Holy Cross, which the Godfather holds 
with a towel, and receive their portion of the blessed water, so 
that, as the prayer proclaims, Ěwe may be worthy of Your help and 
may be received, healed, blessed, and sanctified by You.ě The faithful 
drink the blessed waterĖor take it to members of their household 
who were unable to attendĖĚfor the building-up of homes, for the 
healing of the sick, for the salvation of souls and bodies, and to be 
useful for fulfilling all needs,ě as prayed in the tradition of St. Basil 
of Caesarea. 
Through the Blessing of Water, the Armenian Church proclaims 
that creation is restored, humanity is renewed, and the life-giving 
light of Christ continues to flow into the world.

The Nicene Creed is one of the most important parts of our 
Divine Liturgy. In it, we proclaim the core of our Christian 
faithĖour beliefs, our theology, and the truths handed down 
to us from the early Church. By reciting the Creed, we unite 
our voices with generations of faithful who have confessed 
these same teachings throughout the centuries. 
To deepen our understanding and strengthen our communal 
prayer, we will begin reciting the Nicene Creed in English 
every other Sunday during the Divine Liturgy. This will allow 
all parishioners to fully participate, reflect more deeply on 
the meaning of the words, and grow together in the faith we 
profess.

During the recitation of the Nicene Creed in the 
Armenian Church, members place their palms to-
gether with fingers closed and the right thumb fold-
ed over the left.  
 
This posture is a symbol of: 

¶Professing the Christian faith. 
¶Showing unity as the body of Christ. 
¶Singleness of heart and the upward elevation of the soul in 
prayer.  
 
This specific hand position is used on only a few occasions 
during the Divine Liturgy (Badarak), including the recitation 
of the Nicene Creed, the singing of the Angelic Hymn, and 
the elevation of the Gospel book.

Holy Communion Distribution  
Guidelines 

¶ Place your right hand in the left hand and ex-
tend it to the celebrant. 
¶ The celebrant will place the Holy Communion 
in your palm. 
¶ Consume it in front of the celebrant WITHOUT 
TOUCHING THE COMMUNION with other fingers.  

¶ Sanitize your hand before returning to your seat from the right side 
of the chancel.
